Course objecives:  Proficiency in the performance of the instrument leading to the successful passing of a 300 level jury.  Acquisition of a solid technical skill and knowledge of the repertory which will provide a solid foundation for a career as a performance instrumentalist.  This includes orchestral and chamber music practices. 

Learning Outcomes 
Familiarize the student with the traditions and practice of the Western Musical heritage by:

1. Proficiency in the performance of scales and arpeggios ranging from three to four octaves and technical studies appropriate for the student.

2. The ability to perform repertory solo works of a high level of difficulty in preparation for a solo recital.

3. Increased knowledge and practice of chamber music repertoire that applies to the instrument. 

4. Proficiency in orchestral practice.
