1. A brief statement regarding how the course meets the mission of general education.

This course meets the mission of General Education at Eastern Oregon University by providing bases for students to become critical, creative thinkers, open to new ways of looking at the world of arts and ideas.  Please note that Musical performance includes an intellectual as well as a bodily discipline, making it a comprehensive educational experience.  

2. Identify which components of the general education requirements will be met by completion of this course.

This course meets the general education requirement as stated in the EOU 2004-2006 Academic Catalog, Category Four – Study of the Arts and Creative Process, with the following components:  A liberally educated person should be familiar with the process of artistic creation and the academic study of the arts.  Upon completion of this course, students should be able to demonstrate technique, the building of a repertoire of strategies and approaches to a creative project; employ terminology and concepts of the specific discipline; synthesize knowledge and practice which will be highlighted in a performance, presentation, or project.  The student will also demonstrate conceptual understanding of the creative process of risk taking and of multiple attempts as evidenced in the practice of rehearsals and performance.

3. Identify the specific general education outcomes that the course will address and describe how the course will assess these outcomes in relation to student achievement.

Learning outcomes:

Familiarize the student with the traditions and practice of the Western Musical heritage by:

1. Employing terminology and concepts of the specific discipline by a practical understanding of musical terms, directions, movement titles (including foreign terms), and historical background or other pertinent information about the works studied.

2. Demonstrate technique and the building of strategies and approaches to a creative project, demonstrating the ability to practice in a manner that is not mere repetitive drill, but which employs creative strategies of problem solving.

3. Enact the interplay of subjectivity in self-reflective and aesthetic development.   Converse intelligently about the academic study of the arts and artistic creation. Listen actively to musical performances and reflect on them through writing and discussion, both in the form of classroom discussion during studio class and written concert reviews.  Listen actively to one’s self while performing, evaluate, and make adjustments as needed.  Evaluate one’s own progress as a musician, and take responsibility and initiative for continual improvement.

4. Synthesize knowledge and practice in a performance, presentation, or project.  Perform movements from contrasting style periods by the end of the quarter.  Practice the performance of works by memory.  The works performed should be played with technical accuracy and a sense of musical cohesiveness.
