At the conclusion of this class students will demonstrate their competencies in Gaming Marketing by:

a. Submitting a written analysis of the Federal Gaming Rules and Regulations for Tribal Gaming

b. Formulating Marketing strategies that comply with Federal and State regulations

c. Conducting a current analysis of tribal marketing to determine compliance with applicable regulations.

d. Differentiate regulations applicable to Nevada style gaming vs Tribal gaming. 

e. Developing a three month Marketing Plan for a specific tribe in a designated state. 
Course Requirements: 1. Students will complete two papers  of  20 – 30 pages each, 

2. complete 2 comprehensive exams

 Means of Assessment:

a. Submitting a written analysis of the Federal Gaming Rules and Regulations for Tribal Gaming  10%

b. Formulating Marketing strategies that comply with Federal and State regulations. In class exercises and case analysis 5%

c. Conducting a  current analysis of tribal marketing to determine compliance with applicable regulations. Research of current tribal practices. 15%

d. Differentiate regulations applicable to Nevada style gaming vs Tribal gaming. 10%

e. Developing a three month Marketing Plan for a specific tribe in a designated state. 15%

f. Complete two comprehensive exams covering material in the Federal Rules and Regulations Statutes with a minimum score of 70%.  30%

g. Class discussion participation and analysis of current marketing strategies. 15%

Outline of Course: 

This class will focus on regulatory requirements in gaming operations including but not limited to auditing incentive programs and compliance with the federal requirements under the Bank Secrecy Act and the Patriot Act. 

Gaming Marketing will examine the nature of marketing within the tribal gaming industry. Through lectures, analysis of gaming marketing regulations, and research, students will analyze and apply legal techniques in marketing tribal casino gaming.
