Gateway Seminar

Catalog Description:  

A seminar focused on student learning in college.  Participants will study university culture, the culture of EOU and student life while building knowledge of ways of making meaning appropriate to university life.
Credit Hours:  
3

Course Objectives:

Integration to university life and the culture of EOU; further development of selected ways of making meaning, including critical reading and presenting.
Course Outline:

Student will study university culture and the culture of Eastern Oregon University through means such as critical reading, interviews, library research, and class presentations by visitors from the university and elsewhere.  Students will focus on the development of knowledge essential to university life, including critical reading, presenting, and the completion of group and individual projects.  Students will also consider their own paths within the university and develop with faculty and advisors a draft plan for the completion of their degree.

Evaluation methods:

May vary with sections, but should include group and individual projects, presentations; and evaluation of critical reading, through a variety of means.

Learning Outcomes: 


1. Increased knowledge of university culture

2. Increased knowledge of EOU culture

3. Increased knowledge of academic ways of making meaning, including, but not limited to, critical reading and presenting

4. Increased sense of direction within the university

5. Informed skill in problem solving and small group dynamics

Means of Assessment:

Outcomes 1 and 2:  Demonstrated through pre- and post-surveys, entrance and exit interviews and reflective writing

Outcome 3:  Demonstrated through a variety of means, including reading responses, group discussions, quizzes, class presentations, etc.

Outcome 4:  Demonstrated through completion of a draft degree plan or equivalent

Outcome 5: Demonstrated through successful completion of group and individual projects and reflection on the process of the work.

Bibliography:

A variety of texts are available for seminars of this kind, ranging from textbooks to scholarly studies to academic culture to novels.  A common freshman reading program is also an option available to EOU.  Expense should be considered in text selection.

General Education Outcomes Met:

This course meets the mission of general education through its focus on the broad and transferable skills of critical thinking and reading and its active learning pedagogy based in problem solving.

The main General Education requirement met by this class is the development of critical thinking and problem-solving skills.

The General Education component “Critical Thinking and Problem Solving” includes a focus on gathering sources, analyzing information and evaluating claims and data, problem solving, and synthesizing material.  Students in this course meet these outcomes through an articulated and theorized focus on critical reading and problem-solving that will include myriad gathering and analysis of sources, evaluation of information, and small group projects.
