Overall Objectives:
The Tourism concentration will meet the demand of students currently enrolled in the THG programs at BMCC, MHCC and Chemeketa CC that are seeking a Baccalaureate Degree and advancement within the billion dollar Tourism industry. Oregon has identified the Tourism area as an economic development target to diversify the economy of the state. There is currently a void in this area for trained personnel to direct and manage economic development in this market niche. 

Eastern Oregon University and the College of Business have collaborative agreements in place with BMCC, MHCC and Chemeketa CC to provide 2 + 2 programs to meet the need of students seeking a Business Administration Baccalaureate Degree. This program will be modeled after the EOCCC format in that the tuition of the students will cover the expenses of the program. There will be no appreciable depreciation from current program concentration offerings as this is an emerging area of interest. Initially the class offerings will target non-traditional students seeking to advance within their professional field. 

Focus group meetings were held to determine the market potential and the industrial needs for this program. From these meetings, it was determined that there is sufficient support for this concentration. No current EOU General Fund Dollars will be used to implement this concentration. Faculty will be paid overload based on class registration exceeding expenses.
