Throughout our study, we will give special attention to the major figures, events, literature, beliefs, institutions, circumstances, and controversies, which shaped the church and how they have impacted its development.

* Trace the geographical and chronological spread of Christianity as a global movement from ‘Jerusalem to Judea & Samaria to the ends of the earth’ - alongside other world and political events.

* Appreciate the role of the church in shaping the beliefs, values, and theology of individuals, communities, and institutions while at the same time drawing personal & practical applications.

 * Develop the ability to think critically and analytically about Christianity while placing its growth and development in proper historical context.  
Course Requirements:  The course takes place online using Blackboard and includes a combination of readings, assignments, and use of communication tools such as email, online discussions, and web-based research exploration.   

Grading/Means of Assessment:  Evaluation and assessments are based on five written assignments  (all equally weighted at 20%) – 1. Module 1 Response Question Assignment; 2. Module 2 Response Question Assignment; 3. Module 3 Response Question Assignment; 4. Book Review; 5. Interview with Historical Christian Figure.  Late assignments are not accepted.
