Catalog Description: Overview of the prehistoric, historic and current lifestyle of the Burns Paiute Tribe, Confederated Tribes of Coos, Lower Umpqua, and Siuslaw Indians, Coquille Indian Tribe, Cow Creek Band of Umpqua Indians, Confederated Tribes of the Grande Ronde, Confederated Tribes of the Klamath, Confederated Tribes of Siletz Indians, Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla and Confederated Tribes of the Warm Springs Reservation. 

 

Credit Hours: 5 

Learning Outcomes:

By the end of this course students should have : 

 

· A general understanding of the cultures of the Oregon federally recognized Tribes. 
· Knowledge about how Oregon Native American populations have been affected by culture change, 
· An understanding of how Oregon and United States laws have affected Native Americans living in the state. 
 

Means of Assessment:

· Course Requirements and Information:

·        Students are expected to have read the required text, posted lectures and visited assigned web sites each week and on schedule.

 

·       All students will participate each week in a discussion of the reading, web sites and lecture material.  The focus is on what was learned.  Each student must answer the questions and is expected to interact with other class members.  Each student must post a minimum of five (5) comments in response to other student’s statements in the discussion board.  Answers to the questions and comments to other students must be meaningful.  Your discussion is not limited to answering only the posted questions, but needs to pertain to the class.  You are encouraged to bring additional issues into the discussion.  I will monitor and participate in the discussion, so feel free to ask questions in the Discussion Board. Remember, all comments should be constructive and polite.  A grade will be assigned for the discussion board each week.

 

·       Students must submit a reaction paper each week of class.  The paper must relate to the week’s assignments.  Papers are due each Sunday by midnight and no late papers are accepted. Submit your paper as an attachment to the assignment which is located under “Assignments” in Blackboard.  Just click on the link and attach the file.

·       Students must submit a term paper outline for grading by Sunday at midnight of Week 6.  Please submit this paper outline to two places:  in Assignments for grading by me and for your classmates in the Discussion Board.  A draft term paper is due Sunday by midnight of Week 8 for grading by me and for your classmates comments.  And, students must submit a term paper (6-8 pages) by Sunday at midnight of week 10 and no late papers will be accepted.  Each student must coordinate with me on the topic of their paper, which must focus on some aspect of tribal life (past, present or future).  Suggested topics and additional information concerning the term paper are posted under “Course Information”.  Submit your term paper as an attachment to the term paper assignment located in “Assignments”.

 

·       Every paper, whether a reaction paper or term paper, must be appropriately cited (see information below).  You must provide a citation if you paraphrase (change another author’s words) or quote (taking something verbatim from another author).  This includes any and all references that you find on the internet along with any other sources of information.  If I discover that you have plagiarized (copy other people’s information and pass it off as your own) I will turn your name into the Office of Student Affairs for disciplinary actions and at a minimum you will receive a zero on the plagiarized assignment.  Further action depends on the level of offense.

 

REACTION PAPERS:  The reaction papers should be no longer than two (2) pages in length, double-spaced using 12 point type and deposited through the Assignment link.  The purpose of the reaction paper is for you to “react” to some part of the reading for the week.  You may react to one part or make an overall comment concerning the reading or discussion for the week.  Do not write a short research paper.

  

Assignment Link:  Submit your paper as an attachment through the Assignment Link.  No credit will be given to a paper that is typed in under student comments to the professor.  

 

Grading Procedure:  The maximum number of points that can be earned are 10.  Points will be deducted for grammatical and typing errors, not following the paper structure format, absence of double spacing, absence of your name and the week on your paper, and absence of 12 point type.  No points will be earned on late papers.  Also, no points will be earned on any paper that is plagiarized.  If a paper has been plagiarized I will submit this information to the Office of Student Affairs.
