--Students will write at least one paper integrating information from more than one 

source, employing the appropriate documentation style for the discipline represented by the course. 

--Students will draft, revise, and edit their formal written work. 

--Students will seek assistance from a Writing Tutor in the Writing Lab when needed 

and when referred by the instructor.

--Students must complete all UWR writing-intensive courses with a C- or better.
