Learning Outcomes for upper-division UWR writing-intensive courses: 

-Students will produce at least 5,000 words (including drafts, in-class writing, informal papers, and polished papers); 2,000 words of this total should be in polished papers which students have revised after receiving feedback and criticism. 

-Students will practice the forms of writing and reflect upon the nature of the writing used by graduates and professionals in the discipline the course represents. 

-Students will write at least one paper integrating information from more than one source, employing the appropriate documentation style for the discipline represented by the course. 

-Students will draft, revise, and edit their formal written work. 

-Students will seek assistance from a Writing Tutor in the Writing Lab when needed and when referred by the instructor.

-Students must complete all UWR writing-intensive courses with a C- or better.

Midterm paper:

Write a 3-page paper addressing your own artwork and your influences. Consider the following two questions:

--What artists or scholars have influenced your work?

--What experiences or interests beyond art have influenced your work?

Give an in-depth analysis of one piece or body of your work in relation to these questions.

***You must have your paper reviewed by a peer, and you must revise your first draft.  Papers without peer review form and a rough draft will NOT be accepted for credit***

Presentation:

Prepare a 15-minute Powerpoint Presentation about your art work and your influences.  

Use at least ten images of your own work, the work of other artists, and images relating to your influences beyond art.

Portfolio of Art in America reading responses (due at mid-term and final):

Each week, spend at least one hour in the library reading articles in Art in America.  Please challenge yourself by choosing articles about artists who are new to you.  For each article, summarize the three main points discussed.  Ask yourself: How does this relate to my own work, visually and conceptually?  

Include citation information for each article---you will need this information for your final paper.

Visiting Artist responses: 

One page response to each visiting artist lecture

Final Paper:

In four pages, discuss your work in relation to three of the term’s readings and discussions.  On a separate page, write a working draft of an artist statement.  This will serve as the basis for your final artist statement to be handed in at the time of your thesis exhibition.

Citations: 

Use the Chicago Manual Style for endnotes and footnotes.  Example:

1.  Elizabeth ten Grotenhuis, Japanese Mandalas: Representations of Sacred Geography (Honolulu: University of Hawaii Press, 1999), 153.

After the first citation, you can simply put the number, the author, and the page:    2.  Grotenhuis, 190.
