2. Demonstrate their technical knowledge and conceptual development while building the confidence necessary to make a commitment to cultivating aesthetic awareness and creativity.
3. Expand their conceptual awareness and conceptual development within their imagery and design.

4. Have broadened their understanding of digital imaging technology through image manipulation. Experimentation with the software and principles of design is necessary and will profoundly influence the final designs.

Means of Assessment:

For each learning outcome either faculty evaluation and/or peer critique will be employed.

1. Evaluation of comprehension of readings through written responses.  

2. Evaluation of demonstrated software use, and verbalized ideas within the visual communication. Confidence and creativity evaluated through the examination of source material, written idea development and student critique input.
3. Evaluation of on-line discussion, source material and completed projects.
4. Evaluation of written responses, source material and completed projects.
Brief Outline of Course Content:

· Planning, project design.

· Digital image manipulation will include software introduction to Photoshop, software mastery will be accomplished throughout the class. 

· Reading and responses to become more aquatinted with how technology is affecting the art making processes of today. 

· Idea and creativity development such as, brainstorming, guided process, thumbnails, and image gathering.
General Education Mission Statement of Art 321:
"The General Education Program at Eastern Oregon University challenges students to become critical, creative thinkers and engaged, knowledgeable citizens, open to new ways of looking at the world.” 

The course content of Art 321, Digital Design, will encourage students to develop critical thinking and problem solving skills through student involvement in the direction a project will take. Some guidelines for problems will be set and then students will formulate their own resolution. Students will also be introduced to skills and techniques designed to nurture critical thinking strategies to be used in creative problem solving. 

Art 310 students will be introduced to general knowledge related to the digital environment, issues related to formal design and newer theoretical notions related to visual communication. Course content, peer critique and discussion will encourage students to consider the implications of the images they produce. Students will be challenged to act in a meaningful and thoughtful manner as artists. Students will see the world in new ways and begin to learn to communicate through the activity and product of design.

The skills, techniques, and thinking strategies acquired through this course will aid the general education student to broaden the way they approach problem solving and expand their possibility for engaging humanity. 
General Education Learning Outcomes: 

Within new general education program’s Category 4: Study of the Arts and Creative Process guidelines, this course will provide the opportunity for students to, 

Practice creativity, and idea development through critical thinking and problem solving techniques such as image gathering, preliminary layout sketches, and brainstorming. 

Gather general knowledge of design elements and principles through experiencing digital imaging including both photo documentation and drawing methods.

Communicate intentions and strategies through one on one critiques with faculty and peer critiques with students in the class. An ongoing dialogue will help students build their confidence and enhance their ability to employ general knowledge of design theory to creative works. 

Act as knowledgeable citizens by working in a meaningful and thoughtful manner. However this does not mean that student work need be blatantly political or “art for a cause”.  Students will be asked to think about the implications of the images they make and discuss their intentions, and ideas

After successful completion of this General Education course the engaged student will take away an expanded general knowledge in the discipline of design and should have a broader understanding of historical developments that have lead to contemporary forms of design.
