COURSE TEXT:   Mallor, Barnes, Bowers, Business Law ,The Ethical, Global, and E-Commerce Environment 12th Ed., Irwin/McGraw-Hill Co.,San Francisco, CA, 2004

COURSE DESCRIPTION: An examination of the legal, regulatory and ethical environment of business. Topics will include agency relationships, business organization, antitrust regulation, securities regulation, administrative agencies and employment law. In addition, students will investigate the many ethical challenges facing individuals and organizations in the business environment.   

COURSE OBJECTIVES: Upon completion of this course students will be able to:

 - demonstrate an understanding of a businessperson’s ethical obligations and the ethical theories that apply to the business environment.  In addition, students will demonstrate an ability to recognize socially irresponsible business practices.

 -understand an agent-principle relationship and the legal liabilities that arise from such a relationship, and know the basic characteristics of the most common forms of business organization including sole proprietorships, partnerships, limited liability companies and corporations

 - demonstrate an understanding of the basic principles of securities regulation, antitrust law and employment law.

 - be able to integrate the principles and concepts presented in the course to real world problems they might encounter in the business environment.

GRADING:  Grades are based on the total points achieved on exams and case briefs; 100%-90%=A, 89%-80%=B, 79%-70%=C, 69%-60%=D, Below 60%=F.  Plus or minus grades will be given if you are within 2% of another grade.
