	Students will produce at least 5,000 words (including drafts, in-class writing, informal papers, and polished papers); 2,000 words of this total should be in polished papers which students have revised after receiving feedback and criticism. 
	Students turn in a paper to me as ‘Editor’ of a journal.  This paper is reviewed by 2-3 other students, who provide written critiques.  I skim the paper to identify glaring problems and to confirm that the paper was fairly polished to begin with.  Papers, critiques, and my comments are returned to students for final revision and grading.  The papers are written in scientific format and report on an experiment done in class; the various drafts easily total more than 5,000 words and the final paper is usually between 2,000 and 3,000 words long.

	Students will practice the forms of writing and reflect upon the nature of the writing used by graduates and professionals in the discipline the course represents. 
	I provide written handouts about writing in scientific format and we discuss this material in class.  Each student is required to orally present a paper of his/her choice within a 12-15 minute time window.  This limitation is designed to force her/him into analyzing what information is in each part of a paper and what information is most important to report to an audience for the latter to understand the purpose and results of the paper.  Because proper presentation of the results of an experiment is often a stumbling block for students, I also provide students with data from other experiments and have them write a “Results” section using these data.

	Students will write at least one paper integrating information from more than one source, employing the appropriate documentation style for the discipline represented by the course. 
	As noted, the students write a paper about an experiment done in class.  I provide appropriate reference literature on reserve in the library and they may also locate and properly cite information from other sources.

	Students will draft, revise, and edit their formal written work.
	The first paper is really a good draft.  They revise it after it has been critiqued by other students and briefly reviewed by me.

	Students will seek assistance from a Writing Tutor in the Writing Lab when needed and when referred by the instructor.
	Done as necessary.

	Students must complete all UWR writing-intensive courses with a C- or better.
	This course is required by biology majors for the biology degree and all biology courses counted for the degree must be completed with a grade of C- or better.

	UWR writing-intensive courses must allocate at least 30% of the overall grade to formal writing assignments, with at least 25% of the overall grade based on evaluation of individually written papers that have been revised after feedback.
	There are about 120 points total that students earn in this class.  Of these, 30 are from the oral presentation and 70 are from the paper (the latter includes 10 points for writing thorough and helpful critiques of other students papers).  the other points are from a short quiz and the “Results” section assignment.
