	Why is this course needed? The OHSU Nursing program now requires nursing students to take a biology course with a strong genetic component at the 200 level. This course must exist to fulfill that requirement for the Nursing Program cohorts in residence at EOU

If yes, explain.

At the current time, it appears that this course will be offered in-load by Dr. John Rinehart. Dr. Rinehart’s load, assuming the part-time assistance with labs continues, will be at 33 load hours due to the release from BIOL 431, which will be taught by the physiologist in the biology program. This allows Dr. Rinehart to pick this course up in-load and be at precisely 36 load hours on –campus.
