Course Requirements/Assignments
1. Workbook Study Questions and Activities

Students will complete a 20-page workbook with chapter questions and problem-solving scenarios that help illustrate the concepts and theory in each chapter and allow students to apply text information to real-life settings.

2. Development of a Student/Family Socio-Emotional Curriculum Project

Students will design a one-year curriculum for an early childhood program focused on socio-emotional learning.  In addition, students may also choose to design a curriculum focused on one specific mental health issue.

Development of a Family Socio-Emotional Wellness Project

Students will choose one aspect of social-emotional wellness and design an in-depth program that addresses this issue. Programs could include family activities, parent education or community collaboration components.
