This practicum course meets on Monday and Friday from 8:45-10:30. Class will meet in Ackerman 112 for the first two weeks of the term. For the remainder of the term the class will meet at La Grande Middle School.

· Students will demonstrate growth in ability to assess middle level students’ content area literacy level, strengths, and challenges using a variety of assessment tools.

· Students will demonstrate growth in ability to plan and implement instruction appropriate to middle level student need and development.

· Students will demonstrate growth in ability to work cooperatively with a mentor teacher and a university supervisor.
· Students will demonstrate growth in how to be self-analytical and reflective about their teaching.

2. Literacy strategies for middle level content area reading

3. Assessment and diagnosis in reading at the middle level

4. Individualizing instruction based on ongoing assessment

Course Requirements/Assignments/Attendance Expectations

This is a practicum course that requires attendance for all practicum sessions. Requirements and expectations have been developed in cooperation with the middle school teachers who are collaborating with EOU for this practicum. Requirements and expectations are as follows:

1. EOU students will fill out a daily participation form for each LMS student. The participation form will be turned in to the cooperating teacher each day.

2. Consult with cooperating teachers as needed or at their request; they are available before and after school hours. 

3. EOU students will exhibit professional behaviors, ethics, and values as indicated in Domain V. Specifically, students will

b. Meet work schedule demands

c. Be aware of appropriate dress

4. EOU students will inform the cooperating teacher and supervisor at least one week in advance if there is a need for a planned absence. Absences due to illness or emergency must be reported to the cooperating teacher and supervisor before the scheduled class period. If absent, the EOU student will arrange for a peer to teach that day’s lesson. More than 2 absences may result in a failing grade for the practicum.

5. EOU students will provide all necessary materials for each lesson.
6. The only assignment for this course is the completion of a work sample planned for the practicum teaching experience.
Student Evaluation and Grading

This course is evaluated with a satisfactory/unsatisfactory grade. Students will receive a satisfactory grade if all requirements above are met and the cooperating teacher and university supervisor confirm the student’s professionalism.

Brief Outline of Course: 

This is a practicum course that requires students to complete a work sample in reading at the middle school level. Upon successful completion of the practicum teaching experience and work sample, the student will be eligible for middle school/high school authorization when all requirements for the reading endorsement are met.
