	Essay 3:  Write a 500 word essay discussing the psychological aspects of addiction using one of the resources

	Students will write at least one paper integrating information from more than one source, employing the appropriate documentation style for the discipline represented by the course. 
	You will be required to write two synthesis paper.  One on the “Healing and the Mind” video series as it relates to several related readings. Another synthesis paper will involve the “Portrait of Addiction” video series as it relates to selected readings. A “synthesis” involves combining two or more summaries in a meaningful way and the final essay must generally be thesis-driven.  A “synthesis” commonly refers to writing about printed texts, drawing together particular themes or traits that you observe in those texts and organizing the material from each text according to those themes or traits.  Sometimes you may be asked to synthesize your own ideas, theory, or research with those of the texts you have been assigned.
