Notebook:  This notebook should include

· A three page, typewritten, double-spaced statement describing your coaching philosophy – discuss your approach to motivation, discipline, positive reinforcement, critiquing ones game, handling wins and/or losses, developing

team camaraderie, player-coach communication, goal setting, dealing with parents, course management, behavior and look at the mental aspect of golf 

· Write a two page paper on the History of the game of golf

· Discuss all of your drills ( diagrammed and explained in detail) to include the following: putting, lag putting, chipping, pitching, sand play, play out of the rough, difficult lies, iron play, driver, drawing and fading the ball

· Describe your approach to fundraising and the promotion of your program throughout the community

· Discuss your conditioning program pre-season, during the season, and post season

· Discuss your match and stroke play strategy 

· Set up five practices that last 2 ½ hours each for an indoor setting – due to a colder climate – not affording one to play outside

· Set up five practices that last 2 ½ hours each for an outdoor setting – with the use of a golf course for one of those hours – the range, practice putting and sand area are available during the whole time period

· Read three coaching articles -write a summary on each of the articles and explain how it may pertain to coaching a golf team- attach the articles to your summary

( they can be in any sport)

· Secure five golf articles – summarize  the articles and attach articles along with your summary

· Any additional materials that pertain to coaching a team

· Organize the entire notebook

· Use a three-ring binder notebook
