Rationale

Complex Analysis and Fourier Analysis are two of the more beautiful and richer areas of mathematics. Three credit hours are insufficient for courses covering these topics. For example, in Complex Analysis there is not enough time to cover applications of the residue theorem or conformal mappings; in Fourier Analysis there is not enough time to cover methods of solving partial differential equations through the use of Fourier series techniques. The math department requests that both Complex Variables (Math 417) and Fourier Analysis (Math 322) change from three credit hours to four credit hours. The math department also requests to change Differential equations (Math 321) from five credit hours to four credit hours.

There are no FTE implications from this request since Differential Equations is offered every winter quarter, while Complex Variables and Fourier Analysis are each offered alternate spring quarters.

The Physics program is the only program affected by this request. They have no objections to this request.
