Note: This is difficult to estimate.  Instead of 5 50-minute lecture meetings, there will be 3 50-minute lecture meetings and one 2-hour lab/seminar meeting.  The 2-hour lab/seminar meeting is not all "lab".  The content of the lab/seminar meeting includes both hands-on lab activities as well as regular classroom instruction (in smaller groups than the lecture meetings).



	What has prompted this proposal?

     PSY 201 (5 credits) and PSY 202 (5 credits), the General Psychology sequence, will become PSY 201(5 credits)  + PSY201L (0 credits) and PSY 202 (5 credits) + PSY 202L (0 credits).  This will facilitate scheduling of students into the typical large lecture meetings as well as into small group lab/seminar sections that are arranged at various times. This will occur at least for the years 2004-05 and 2005-06, while we have a National Science Foundation (NSF) curriculum improvement grant.  We may revisit this change after the grant period ends.

     The Psychology program has a three-year NSF grant involving changes to the curriculum for the General Psychology sequence, PSY 201 and PSY 202.  In the latter two years of this grant (2004-05 and 2005-06), we will be implementing hands-on activities and discussions that will occur in small groups. Instead of meeting 5 days in a large lecture format, the students will meet for 3 days in lecture and for one day in a small-group 2-hour laboratory/seminar session. In order to facilitate advance scheduling for students (so they don't have to work the lab/seminar section times in later), we will list the course in two parts.  For example, for PSY 201, we will list the 5 credit PSY 201 course as usual, but will also require that students sign up for a 0 credit lab/discussion section under the course number PSY 201L.  Students will be able to choose from various days and times of those sections. Note that this has already been done for Fall term '04 but, according to the registrar's office, we need to go through the EPCC process in order to continue using the "201L" and "202L" numbers.
