All students revise the first analytic paper, and may revise additional papers that

	Students will practice the forms of writing and reflect upon the nature of the writing used by graduates and professionals in the discipline the course represents. 
	Students produce field notes and a final ethnographic report, types of writing that are standard for qualitative research in sociology.

	Students will write at least one paper integrating information from more than one source, employing the appropriate documentation style for the discipline represented by the course. 
	Students must use at least one source in each of the six analytic papers, are expected to use at least 3 concepts with related sources in the midterm exam, and must use at least 6 sources in the final project. They must demonstrate proficiency at the use of APA documentation guidelines for both in-text citations and reference pages.

	Students will draft, revise, and edit their formal written work.

	Students will seek assistance from a Writing Tutor in the Writing Lab when needed and when referred by the instructor.
	In each assignment, and in  my weekly written feedback to students, I urge struggling writers to seek assistance from the Writing Lab.

	Students must complete all UWR writing-intensive courses with a C- or better.

	UWR writing-intensive courses must allocate at least 30% of the overall grade to formal writing assignments, with at least 25% of the overall grade based on evaluation of individually written papers that have been revised after feedback.
	* 75% of the course grade is allocated to formal writing assignments. 

*5% (first analytic paper all revise after feedback) all other non-passing analytic papers (25% ) may be revised and resubmitted.

* final paper, which requires a peer review, is 20% of the course grade.
