EOU GENERAL COURSE CATALOG COURSE DESCRIPTION

Theory of and practice in techniques of informing and presenting information to an audience, emphasizing the use of visual aids. Topics include informative, persuasive, extemporaneous and group speeches. 

PURPOSE OF COURSE
This is an introductory course designed to help working professionals and students increase their public speaking competencies. During your studies at Eastern and later in your career you will be expected to state your opinions convincingly and deliver clear and concise messages to groups from one to hundreds with diverse cultural and social backgrounds. The research is clear: your ability to speak effective to these groups will determine your academic and professional success.

Now is the time to develop these skills while you are in the supportive setting of SPCH 112. Later you may be facing a less understanding audience with much more at risk. Be prepared to take a few risks, learn skills you’ll use for a lifetime, and have fun in this supportive class.

Students are encouraged to combine any school, community, or work related speaking opportunities with the course outcomes.

Students also are able to analyze information, evaluate other student’s messages, and give opinions regarding the ethical and logical nature of other’s  arguments.

SYMBOL 113 \f "Wingdings" IMPROMPTU SPEECH, QUIZ, OR ACTIVITY
Students have the opportunity to gain forty points during this term. Each opportunity is worth ten points. These may be an unscheduled impromptu speech lasting about one minute, an unannounced quiz, or a class activity. If absent, you may take a paper and pencil make-up quiz.

SYMBOL 113 \f "Wingdings" VIDEO TAPE PRESENTATION
In this assignment, students give a presentation that is video taped. Students watch their presentation. Students review their video work sample, write an evaluation, and reflect on their performance.

Symbol 113 \F "Wingdings" SPEECH OUTLINES

Each speech requires a typed outline, except for the impromptu speeches, that must follow a specific format. I do not evaluate the content of your message. I evaluate the rhetorical structure and delivery. The outline is worth ten percent of the total points available for each speech. For example, the persuasive speech is worth 100 points. You can receive 10 points for the outline and 90 points for the delivery.

Symbol 113 \F "Wingdings" RECORDING YOUR SPEECH

All speeches are recorded on an audio tape cassette. Taping speeches provides two benefits. First, students may listen to their speech later for self reflection. Second, a tape also provides a work sample or "proof" of performance. I will supply the recording machine and students must supply a blank 60 minute cassette. I will reduce the grade of a speech by five percent if a student forgets to bring a tape.  
Symbol 113 \F "Wingdings" TEST
I designed Test 1 and Test 2 to assess your understanding and knowledge of the content found in this course. Each are a paper and pencil test. No reference materials are allowed. The questions are short answer fill in the blank. These tests must be completed during scheduled class time.
