Course Requirements/Assignments/Attendance Expectations

Attendance and Participation:  Students are encouraged to attend each session.  Active participation is a major requirement for the course.  (20%)
Unit Development:  Create a five day unit on agriculture for either middle or high school students.  The unit must be scaffolded from the inception to the completion.  (30%)

Supervision:  Supervise a group of students in an agricultural setting, preferably working with plants in a field or a greenhouse.  Students will keep an active log of what is occurring with their students during this process (30%)

Paper Analysis:  Students will write a 4-5 page paper on the characteristics of a teacher of Agriculture, basing their concepts on both interviews with current agriculture teachers and research in current publications (20%)
