	Students will write and respond weekly on the online discussion boards.  Students will write between 250 and 500 words weekly.  In addition they have will have 3 other assignments that require different forms of writing, including revision and polishing.

	Students will be introduced to the discourse forms appropriate to the discipline the course represents. 
	The essay will be in APA style which is typical of education.  The bibliography is also a typical heuristic in education.

	Students will write at least one paper integrating information from at least one source, employing the appropriate documentation style for the discipline represented by the course. 
	Students will write an essay through multiple drafts using online peer review.  A scoring rubric will be provided..

	Students will seek assistance from a Writing Tutor in the Writing Lab when needed and when referred by the instructor.
	A peer conferencing board will be established within the Blackboard format and students will also be referred to OWL.

	Students must complete all UWR writing-intensive courses with a C- or better.
	This is an expectation of the pre-planned liberal studies template.

	UWR writing-intensive courses must allocate at least 30% of the overall grade to formal writing assignments, with at least 25% of the overall grade based on evaluation of individually written papers that have been revised after feedback.
	Basically the entire grade for this class depends on writing—40% is draft writing and 60% is formal polished writing.
