There are two groups of students to consider within this request:

1) Those who are MUD majors and take the CUESTE Teacher Preparation Program

2) Those who are MUD majors and do not take CUESTE

The courses we are requesting for these students are:


1) The following courses are upper-division requirements for licensure and have all been approved for UWR. On rare occasions, students who transfer in may have alternate equivalent courses approved by Dr. Lauritzen for one of these. 

However, most of our students have all three of the following:

b) ENG 316

c) ART 390
