Means of assessing UWR Outcome

	Produce at least 5,000 words (including drafts, in-class writing, informal papers, and polished papers)

2,000 words of this total should be in polished papers which students have revised after receiving feedback and criticism (8 pages)
	5,000 words:
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· in-class response writing to learning engagements, 

· weekly self-evaluations and connections between classes,

· documenting ways in which they are meeting requirements of state licensure, 

· personal goal-setting and reflection on learning

· chapter thinksheets – points for discussion, questions for the class

CUESTE Students write several substantive papers each term. Each of these go through several drafts and revisions:
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· Focused Inquiry Project Paper (FIP) -  6-8 page polished paper on a topic of choice related to teaching and learning.

· Work Sample – Unit of study consisting of five fully-articulated lesson plans, daily reflections, overall reflection, classroom demographics, rationale for methodology, analysis of assessment data.



	Students will practice the forms of writing and reflect on the nature of writing used by graduates and professionals in the discipline the course represents.
	Students have experience with informal and formal genres of writing, as listed above.

Students reflect on the nature of the writing as they learn to teach the writing process.

	Students will write at least one paper integrating information from more than one source, employing the appropriate documentation style.
	The FIP assignment is written according to APA guidelines, the standard in education professional writing. Students conduct a limited review of the relevant literature from peer-reviewed journals.

	Students will draft, revise, and edit their formal written work.
	When students are preparing for teaching a five-day unit plan in each of the two terms, they work through drafts and revisions of their lesson plans, rationale for methodology, and description of the knowledge and skills their young students will be learning. The FIP paper and other assignments go through several drafts as well, including peer editing sessions.

	Students will seek assistance from a Writing Tutor in the Writing Lab when needed and when referred by the instructor.
	Students will be referred to the Writing Lab as needed.

	Students must complete all UWR writing-intensive courses with a C- or better.

	UWR writing-intensive courses must allocate at least 30% of the overall grade to formal writing assignments, with at least 25% of the overall grade based on evaluation of individually written papers that have been revised after feedback.
