Course Requirements:

1.  Students are expected to read text assignments as scheduled and respond to the texts via web-based discussion boards. You will alternate weeks of initial entries and responding to entries.

2. Students will respond to 5 young adult books selected from the genres of multicultural, historical fiction, nonfiction, biography, picture book, poetry and contemporary fiction. Submit these responses to a common bulletin board for others to utilize. 

3. Students will organize and participate in a book club featuring young adult books.  The members of the book group may include both adolescents and adults.  The student will report to a discussion board the nature of the book club and some of its benefits and challenges.  

Assessment:  There will be a scoring guide for each of the requirements.
