TRANSFER CREDIT GUIDELINES

PREMISE SET 1

1. All curriculum is faculty controlled (see AAUP guidelines)

a. As individuals
b. As cognate operational units
c. As a collective body
Therefore “faculty” are responsible for and accountable for establishing curriculum decision and exit standards.

2.
Outcomes standards are the domain of the faculty

a. Individuals accountable for lectures, classes----

b. Operational units accountable for programs and majors----

c. The collective body is accountable for university wide standards such as general education, upper division standards, residence requirements, delivery modality----

3.
The analysis of exit standards (i.e. transcript evaluation) of graduating students is an outcome based measurement, based on the curricular standards defined under Premise 1 and Premise 2.

4.
Further, the determination of the use and applicability of ALL credit (EOU and transfer) is the sole responsibility of the faculty (as in a, b and c above).  (Administrative delegation of this responsibility is based on guidelines established by the faculty)

PREMISE SET 2

1.
The United States Department of Education (DOE) has federal and regional standards for the recognition of “legitimate” degree granting institutions.

2.
These DOE and Council of Higher Education Accreditation (CHEA) standards are further delineated for post-secondary institutions.

3.
Legitimate post-secondary institutions are recognized as accredited institutions by DOE and CHEA.

4.
It is the current practice of both regional and professional accrediting agencies to hold faculty accountable for outcomes based curriculum decisions

THEREFORE, based on both Premise Set 1 and Premise Set 2, it is the policy of Eastern Oregon University to accept and transcript ALL credit from DOE/CHEA recognized accredited post-secondary institutions.  

To do otherwise is to establish ‘input’ based curriculum standards that essentially absolve faculty (individual, cognate unit and collective) of the responsibility and accountability for outcomes based measurement of curriculum.
