Course Requirements: Exams (midterm and final), writing assignments, small group discussion, field work
Grading Policies: 

Exams (40%); Writing assignments (20%); Small group work (20%); Field work (10%); Attendance (10%). Late work permitted on case-by-case basis. Writing assignments will include topical and analytical papers, using rubrics specific to the assignment. 
 Means of Assessment:

Exams will assess learning of key concepts, problems, and disciplinary approaches (1, 2 & 4). Small group work will be focused on learning about community/regional activities (3 & 4). Field work will reinforce  key concepts and disciplinary approaches to environmental studies (1 & 2). 
Brief Outline of Course: 

The course will be a combination of lecture, discussion, guest presentation, and small group work, with occasional video content. Course will introduce students to the environmental studies discipline, environmental problems and concepts, human-environment interactions, and local / regional efforts to address environmental problems / manage natural resources.
