Environmental Studies Practicum
Catalog Description: 
Practical internship with local/regional partners engaged in work related to the environment. Students gain practical experience but also must complete a scholarly component, as arranged between practicum advisor and supervisor (with cooperating organization). Senior standing required.  

Credit Hours:   Variable, 4-10
Instructor: Faculty coordinator chosen by student in consultation with advisor among those participating.

Required Texts or Suggested Materials: as agreed upon between faculty advisor and student 

Prerequisites: Senior standing
Learning Outcomes: 
1. Professional socialization
2. Practical experience working on regional issues with a strong environmental component
3. Familiarity with the organizational context of local/regional environmental action/projects
Course Requirements: 
Report, journal, discussion board, meeting between supervisor/student/faculty advisor
Grading Policies: 

Final report (50%); journal (30%); discussion board (15%); meeting between supervisor/student/ faculty advisor (5%). Paper will incorporate observations/insights from journal, which is based on explicit goals agreed upon between supervisor/student/faculty advisor at beginning of practicum. 
 Means of Assessment:

Final report is a description and synthetic analysis of and reflection on the practicum experience, driven by agreed-upon goals (1, 2 & 3); journal is account of the process (1, 2 & 3), upon which paper is based; Online discussion board is an opportunity for students doing practica to discuss issues (1 & 3); Meeting with supervisor is to gain closure and ensure that the experience is yielding benefits for students, agencies, and faculty (1)
Brief Outline of Course: 

Practical work experience with a local / regional organization working on issues related to the environment. For each credit hour, 30 hours of work are expected (this includes keeping a journal, writing report)
