How does this course satisfy the general requirements for GEC? 

	SSC 115 will take a multidisciplinary approach to issues of social justice in contemporary American society.  The course will begin with an overview of the basic methodology and concepts in the core disciplines of history, feminism, philosophy and economics.   It will then focus on specific issues that will include race, gender, socio-economic class, sexual orientation and immigration.  The above methodologies will be used to examine these issues and how they underscore the difficulty in defining and attaining social justice.  It is geared towards lower division students and has no pre-requisites.

	SSC 115 will survey four core areas in the social sciences:  history, economics, feminism, and philosophy by employing an issues-oriented approach.  Students will be expected to participate in the investigation of the selected issues by identifying the structural causes of inequality in contemporary American society and critically evaluating the role that social, economic, historical and political institutions play in solving or perpetuating these inequalities.  Through written assignments and class discussions, students will be evaluated on their ability to make compelling and reasoned arguments that are consistent with the core disciplines.



Which additional GEC Program Learning Outcome, #2-5, will this course address and how will it satisfy that outcome?  OUTCOME: Critical Thinking
	SSC 115 requires students to engage a variety of ‘texts,’ from original documents to Supreme Court cases to academic articles to films.  Students will be required to read, write, view and discuss these various texts from a critical perspective that illustrates their understanding of the different methodologies of the core disciplines.  This will be a writing intensive course where students will be required to complete 9 short papers, 3 take-home exams and participate in classroom discussions.  In all of these assignments, students will be evaluated on their ability to think, write and discuss clearly and effectively within the scope of the class.
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
