DPD requirement was passed last spring.  Some curriculum are ready, some being developed need assessable criteria/outcomes from DPD working group.


What we have doesn’t provide even guidance for discipline specific for determining how effective DPD is.


The Provost proposes establishing a working group to develop criteria to bring back to EPCC.
