If your child has received any of the following services in the last 12 months, please get a copy of the exam form, immunization update, anemia and/or lead screening results and return the completed forms to the Family Partnership Manager, 541-962-3622,  One University Blvd., La Grande, OR  97850 or to your child’s Head Start teacher.
It will be helpful for you to take this checklist with you to the well-child medical exam and make your health care provider aware of these requirements.
