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Health Expectations for Head Start

It is a requirement for all children enrolled in Head Start to be current with immunizations, dental and physical exams and to complete any dental or medical treatment needed by children.

	· Take my child to the dentist for an exam

· Take my child to the doctor for a well-child exam

· Take my child to the doctor or dentist if treatment is needed

· Keep my child current on the Oregon Health Plan (OHP) if he/she qualifies
· Ask Head Start teacher for help in getting insurance for my child if needed

· Ask Head Start teacher for help in making or keeping medical and dental appointments if needed
	· Support families in making and keeping appointments

· Help families sign up for OHP, find a doctor or dentist, relieve fears about going to the doctor or dentist, and give reminders of appointment dates, etc.

· Remind families of immunizations needed to avoid child exclusion from school in compliance with Oregon State law
· Keep current records on each child’s health needs and completion of exams and treatment
