Our aim is to have consistency across the program on how everyone is doing the weekly lesson plans.   It needs to be typed onto the Weekly Planning Form in the “To Do” List space.  Then you can copy and paste it to each weeks lesson plans.

When typing in the activities for the Weekly or Monthly curriculum activities please use the abbreviation of what type of activity it is. (This helps the Education Supervisor see what activities you have planned that relate to which curriculum area since weekly planning forms are e-mailed and unable to be color coded) 
i.e. Monday Counting/Graphing number of letters in names (Math)

Remember: While you may know exactly which activity is your math, science etc., 
because you planned them, it may not be readily identifiable to someone else looking at your lesson plans.  Along the same lines, while you may know what the focus of your science or math activity is, it is necessary to provide a brief statement/description identifying the goal or concept being taught for the activity. 

When the monthly curriculum activity has occurred please type the date behind the corresponding area under Monthly.

i.e. Orange: Health/Hygiene (HH) 9/15

      Orange: Safety (Safe) 9/8-9/11

      Etc…

Weekly Planning Forms from TS GOLD  are submitted weekly to the Education Supervisor

Lesson Plans that are kept in the classroom then need to be highlighted with the corresponding color code.  This makes it so parents, managers or review teams can easily identify the type of activity that is planned and quickly ascertain that curriculum guidelines are being met.
