Answer ONE of the following comprehensive essay questions:  40 pts. total
1. One significant way that Americans have worked to define freedom is through the definition of civil rights and liberties.  Write an essay in which you explain the development of Civil Rights in the U.S. from Reconstruction through the 1970s.  Be sure to include landmark court decisions, and important legislation as well as the role of key organizations and individuals. Given this history, what, if any threats to civil rights do you see today?

2. American involvement in world affairs has changed dramatically since the 19th century.  Write an essay explaining the transformation of the nation from an isolationist country to a world power, covering the period from 1865 to Vietnam.  What factors—political, social, and economic-- have contributed to the transformation of U.S. foreign policy during this time?  What elements of this history seem to be affecting our foreign policy today?
3. As we have seen, the role of the federal government and people’s expectations of the government, have changed dramatically since 1865.  Discuss these transformations and the main debates surrounding these changes.  Please focus on the three following areas: presidential power, reform movements, and military events or foreign policy.  Given this history, what do you see as the best role of the federal government today? 
4.  Another way that Americans have struggled to define freedom is through economic issues.  Write an essay that traces various groups’ struggle for ‘economic freedom’ from Reconstruction through Johnson’s Great Society.  Be sure to discuss various movements, claims made about the role of the federal government, and the ways economic freedom has been linked to other ideas of freedom. Do all Americans enjoy economic freedom today?
Answer ONE of the short essay questions:  24 pts. total
1. Write an essay on the New Deal.  What were the main goals as set forth by Franklin D. Roosevelt? Do you see the New Deal as a radical departure from American politics, or a continuation of progressive ideas about the role of the government?  In the final analysis, were the goals achieved and was the New Deal a success or a failure, and why? 

2. Trace and explain popular attitudes toward twentieth-century wars.  Be sure to consider how (and why) different groups of Americans have responded differently, both across time and to the same wars. 
3.  Write an essay exploring the social, cultural and political shifts from the post-WWII era  through the 1970s.  Why are these changes significant and what influences continue today?

4.  How did women’s changing roles in war illustrate their changing roles in society?  What do these roles tell us about ideas of gender (both men and women!)?
