In the first paragraph, what does Carnegie identify as the change that comes with civilization?

In the second paragraph, what does Carnegie say is “essential for the progress of the race”?  Why does he think this is “essential”?  What does he suggest would happen without it?

According to the second paragraph why is it a “waste of time” to criticize this change?  Do you agree?  Why or why not?

In the fourth paragraph, what does Carnegie argue that people get in return for vast economic inequality?

In the next paragraph, Carnegie discusses the price paid for this “salutary” change.  What is it?  (If you don’t know what salutary means, look it up!)

Why, according to the 6th paragraph, must we “accept and welcome” conditions of inequality?

According to Carnegie, what will happen if people question the justice of such inequality?

What are the three modes through which surplus wealth (fortunes) can be disposed of?

What are Carnegie’s views on all three?

Why does Carnegie support high taxes upon millionaires’ estates?

Why was it better to have the Cooper Institute rather than better wages for Cooper’s workers? (Cooper Institute, now Cooper Union, was donated by Peter Cooper to New York City.  It is a full city block with buildings.  There is a meeting hall, reading room and art gallery.  The Institute also provided training for “respectable females” to pursue careers in art.  Also a free night school offering instruction in mechanical drawing, math, chemistry, music.  Cooper designed the first locomotive able to negotiate short curved roads.)

Early in his essay, Carnegie states “mutual ignorance breeds mutual distrust.”  Near the end of his essay, he makes an argument against “indiscriminate charity.”  What is that argument?  In your opinion, is his argument based on distrust?

Finally, what do you make of Carnegie’s claim that “those worthy of assistance…seldom require assistance.”?  Think of the logic here.  What is implied?
