2. Fire alarms are located in each building.  Locate the alarm closest to your work station and read the directions on the station itself as to how it operates.

3. Report all on-the-job accidents to your supervisor within 24 hours.  Immediately complete a SAIF accident report, and an On-The-Job Injury Investigation Form.  Claims for on-the-job accidents will be handled through Tracy Wyllie, Personnel Officer, at extension 23033.
4. Your supervisor will explain any hazardous conditions on your job or special precautions to take in performance of any assigned work.  If during your work, you notice or determine that there are hazardous conditions present, i.e., extension cords lying on the floor, etc., you can report these conditions by calling the Director of Environmental Health and Safety, Rob Yuodelis, extension 23398, or by filling out a “Safety Gram” on the Safety website.  A person using hazardous equipment; such as grinders, saws, chemicals, etc., must use safety devices provided, such as eye shields, gloves, guards, etc.  This is a mandatory requirement.

5. Any employees who have questions concerning work conditions and/or observations concerning possible safety problems or hazardous conditions should report the same to the Office of Environmental Health and Safety, extension 23398. 
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
