4. Willing to be flexible about schedule. 
5. Submit all required application information.  (See attached application form.) 
6. Demonstrate appropriate study habits and communication skills. 
7. Demonstrate sensitivity and empathy toward student concerns. 
8. Willingness to complete required training. 
9. Sophomore/Junior standing preferred.

1. Positive attitude & willingness to participate in training.           
2. Acceptance of evaluation by students and supervisors. 
3. Commitment to making the learning success of your students the central concern of your relationships with them. 
4. Interest in understanding student concerns. 
5. Ability to establish a supportive, not dependent, relationship. 
 
TUTOR RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
1. Be qualified to tutor in stated area(s). 
2. Demonstrate reliability and acceptance of responsibilities. 
3.    Assist full-time staff in program related projects and assignments. 
4.    Submit written notes about tutoring sessions for some tutees. 
5. Attend information/training meetings as scheduled and/or required. 
7. Maintain accurate records and turn all records (rosters & timesheets) into appropriate staff on weekly basis. 
8. Refuse to do homework or write papers for students. 
9. Adhere to all policies governing student conduct and tutoring protocol. 
 
REQUIRED TUTOR TRAINING 
Training is REQUIRED for all new tutors and must be COMPLETED during the first two quarters hired. Learning materials 
and texts will be provided.
