Catalog/Course Description:  This course is an introduction to developmental psychology from birth and infancy to adolescence.  We will consider developmental theories and review research of biological, psychological, and social factors and their interactions within a cultural framework. The course combines lecture and discussion of topics related to physical, cognitive, language, emotional, social, and personality development across childhood and adolescence.

Methods of Assessment:

In this course, students will demonstrate the course outcomes in the following ways:

·  Performance on exams

· In-depth discussion and analysis of text and other readings on assignment sets
Exams

    The two exams will each be a two-hour, proctored exams based on the information in the textbook. The exams will include both multiple choice and essay questions. Exams must be completed without books or notes.  Exam 1 covers chapters 1, 2, 4 ,5, 6, 7, 8  and 9 (see pages assigned);  exam 2 covers chapters 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, and 15. Contact the EOU website at www.eou.edu/testing and fill out the Hard Copy Exam Request form within the first 2 weeks of the term to arrange for exams to be sent to your proctor.  No notes or books are allowed during the exam. 
Assignment sets
    The assignment sets have two components: questions from text chapters and reviews and evaluations of other assigned articles.  The specific questions and exercises for the assignment sets will be posted to Blackboard.  These assignment sets, if done correctly, will be time-consuming. This is an upper-level course.  Your answers should show that you have thought about the questions and relevant information from the readings carefully and in considerable depth.  I expect each assignment set will probably be about 10 pages of writing (double-spaced). Assignment sets must demonstrate correct use of APA format for citations and references.    More information about assignment sets will be posted to Blackboard.
Grading Procedure:

The “avoiding plagiarism” statement is not graded, but it is required before I will grade any of your work for this course. The two exams are weighted 20 points each.  The four assignment sets are weighted 15 points each, for a total of 100 points.
