Review Building Inspection Reports

Building inspections performed.  Outside: sentinel phones were inspected.  Annual fire extinguisher inspection was performed by R&C.
Old Business

Note: Error made in October and November minutes stating handrail was for stairs from Inlow to 6th street hill instead of 8th street hill.  Minutes for past two months will be corrected.

Hand rail on stair from Inlow to 8th street: Kirk is awaiting estimate.
Note: December 10, 2007 minutes Building Inspections report included “Community School of the Arts has no exit signs at doors”.  This observation was not carried forward from April to May 2008 minutes.  
Update: CSA building is now rented to Arts East.  Kirk informed committee that it is the responsibility of the tenant to provide exit signs and/or evacuation maps.
Kirk will determine if KEOL needs exit signs and/or evacuation maps.
Kirk informed committee that each department is responsible for maintaining their own First Aid kit as needs vary in each area.  Committee suggested that an infoline message be sent with this information.  Kirk will do this.

Work is in progress on making access safe to air handlers on Hoke roof, and to room above BH 142.
New Business
The 2008 “Let there be light” tour was conducted Dec 2nd.   There was a good turn out.  Compiled notes were reviewed by committee and corrections made.  Sue will type up revised document and forward to committee for final review before posting to website.  Report will be forwarded to Director of Facilities (Kirk Creech) who will determine actions needed.
Steve received an email pointing out that new curb paint is slippery when cold and asked if grit could be added.  The company who did the painting agreed to provide touch up paint so Steve will check on getting this.  He will, for now, see that repainting of crossings with paint/grit is done.
Steve received an email expressing concern that 6th street hill is very dark with bushes that can conceal a person.  Steve will respond and let person know that this is city property and that she can address her concerns to the city.    Kirk brought up past concerns about crossing the street at the crest of 8th street hill.  He pointed out that this is not a crosswalk, nor is the one across the intersection closer to the police station.  The closest crosswalk is at the four way stop at 6th street and University Blvd.
Committee discussed an email from Janet to Steve asking what the procedure would be for snow removal from sidewalk that connects Alikut and Zabel Hall as she has a handicapped faculty member who needs access to this sidewalk in the mornings.  Kirk made a note to ensure area would be kept clear.
Kirk reminded committee that EOU employees are not covered by EOU insurance if they are involved in an accident when transporting faculty, staff, or students to the emergency room or other health care facility.  Risk is taken on by the individual, not EOU.

Kirk told committee that the university had a visit from OSHA last fall and that we can expect a follow up visit soon. .Kirk will request a consultation visit from OSHA  to give input on how best to address fall protection from buildings (snow removal from Loso roof, for example) ladders, and slippery conditions due to snow and ice.
Bob told committee he had observed that water from the roof tends to puddle on the north steps of the CSA building as there is no gutter.  Kirk will visit with tenants about need to keep walk clear and that they may want to consider closing the steps for the winter and using the handicap ramp access only.
