The minutes of the previous meeting were approved by the committee with no corrections.
Accident Reports:

One possible 801, fall on ice in Head Start parking lot.  Minor injury (may not be from fall).  Non-801s: pulled muscles in shoulder from shoveling snow.  No time lost.  Fall on ice in parking lot between Inlow and Hunt.  No time lost.
Safety Grams: 

Old: Ladder in Loso theater storage was removed within 18 hours of notification.  Volley ball court – Kirk will check dimensions of court to determine if there is enough set back distance from back of court to cement wall.  If there is a hazard due to lack of depth, court will need to be closed.  
No new safety grams.  List of committee members receiving safety grams has been updated.
Review Building Inspection Reports

Same items from last month remain on list.  Service requests have been generated to address concerns.
Old Business

1) Latest revision of Safety Committee Policy discussed.  Motion to adopt latest copy of Plan was made and unanimously approved by committee.
2) Ergonomics information.   Irene has been sending information to Steve.  She will now also send to Kirk.  Vivian Petersen and Linda Overlock are trained assessors.
New Business
Badgley Hall emergency generator.  Concern has been voiced that generator does not always come on upon power outage.   Mechanical failure discovered and repaired: generator unable to maintain prime.  Air handling systems are brought back on line sequentially, so though generator starts up soon after power outage, it may take up to 10 minutes to return all systems to operating mode.  Sue will send a memo to Badgley occupants reminding them of proper safety hood operation and to cover open containers, close sash and evacuate building if power to hoods is interrupted.
AEDs:  
Four more AEDs & storage cabinets have been ordered; to be installed in Hoke, Loso, Facilities and Inlow Hall.  These will be included in monthly inspections performed by Campus Security officers.  Kirk wants to have all building managers trained to use AEDs.  

Steve suggested that Kirk send an infoline message to building occupants informing them that Campus Safety & Security will begin conducting building safety inspections of workspaces as per OSHA mandated regulations.  Kirk asked Sue to draft a memo.  
Calli Nelson notified Steve that she could no longer serve on the committee.  Kana Yokoyama (student) contacted Steve expressing interest in being involved, though she cannot make the meeting time this term.  Steve asked that she be added to mailing lists.
