The minutes of the previous meeting were approved with the following correction:   Under Old Business, “Medical termination of an employee can result in cash payout for loss due to injury”, Irene added that an employee need not be terminated in order to receive such a cash payout.  This remuneration is referred to as Permanent Partial Disability (PPD).
Accident Reports:

No 801’s submitted this month

Non-801’s: There were two falls due to ice.  One was at the NW corner of Quinn, the other in front of Hunt Hall.  Employees did not seek medical attention.  Irene stressed the need to document such incidents regardless whether or not a report is filed.  Future symptoms may not be covered by insurance if there is no documentation. 

Safety Grams: 
Old: 6th street hill crossing concerns.  Steve sent a draft reminder for employees to be careful at this intersection.  Draft was forwarded to Kirk Creech, who will take forward with recommendation to post to Infoline.
Old: Ladder in Loso theater storage room.  Bob Gilmore was to have removed and spoken to Shaun Sorensen about it.  Bob was not present to report on his meeting with Shaun.  Agenda item for next month.
Old: Volley Ball court (outside) issue regarding padding for cement enclosure.   Consensus of committee: Steve will forward a history of this situation to Kirk Creech with recommendation from the Committee that the two courts be consolidated into one, centered to provide plenty of distance between players and the cement, in order to prevent possible injuries.  Irene remembered that the original complaint came from a family whose child tripped over the cement enclosure.
New: Fire extinguisher access blocked by ‘stuff’ in Loso sewing room, reported by custodian to Bill Benson.  Situation has been corrected.

Review Building Inspection Reports

Old:  CSA & KEOL, no Exit signs.  KEOL has no fire evacuation map posted.  Steve forwarded this to Kirk Creech who will review the situation and generate service requests as needed.   Steve noted that these two concerns are again listed in January’s building inspection report.
New: Hoke 3rd floor, the exit sign by Student Activities office is out.
Old Business

Safety Committee Policy revisions:

     1) Building Safety Inspections.  The committee agreed to add inspection of offices and labs to the list of areas currently inspected by Security.  This is currently done at other universities in the OUS.  Steve will write a draft with details and present to the committee for approval.  OHSA requires inspections every three months.  This will be the policy here.  It was suggested and agreed upon by committee that occupants of offices and labs will be educated regarding new policy.  It was also suggested that offices and labs be inspected during working hours but security is not available except at night.
     2) Accident Investigations.  Irene voiced that the main concern and role of the committee is to ask “was this a preventable accident?”  Therefore we do not need to know all the details surrounding an accident.  The committee would then make appropriate recommendations.  Ordinarily the Safety Officer would have the responsibility of investigation.  Currently the Policy states that the committee shall investigate accidents.  A motion was made and approved by the committee to change wording in Policy to reflect the change. 

The questions was raised, “is there a pattern to accidents on campus?”  Irene has a student worker who has almost completed collecting data on slips/falls and the areas on campus these occurred. 
New Business
Ergonomics trained assessors Linda Overlock & Vivian Petersen are available to campus community.  It was suggested that perhaps Kirk Creech, as Safety Officer, could send out an Infoline reminder that this service is available.  
Kirk has asked for pricing for three more AEDs to be distributed on campus.

Shaun Sorensen can meet M/F 8 – 11am, Tue/Thurs 11- 1pm.  Committee members will email Steve which of these times they are available to meet in order to accommodate Shaun’s schedule.
Confirmation of next meeting will occur after Steve has everyone’s schedules.
