Accident Reports:

Non 801s: RA cut finger on stairs.  No time lost.  RA fell at Armory while training on Ropes Course, experiencing neck pain.  No time lost.  Head Start employee sustained skin and eye irritation after coming in contact with sap of Milky Spurge plant.  No time lost.  Pat brought copies of information on this plant.
Safety Grams: 
1) Hoke air handler is less than three feet from the edge of the roof.  Handler requires periodic maintenance, which requires maintenance personnel to open access panels to work on the unit.  No railing present on edge of roof to prevent person from falling.  Steve brought photos to explain the situation.  Committee will recommend to Kirk Creech that area be closed to maintenance until the unsafe condition is corrected.

2) Badgley Hall Huber Auditorium rooftop mechanical room is accessible through an access panel in ceiling via an extension ladder.  Lighting in room below is motion activated, turning off while workers are in mechanical room.  Opening in floor of mechanical room (access panel) is not roped off to prevent a fall.  Light switch in mechanical room is out of reach of access panel opening and ladder, requiring person to move in near darkness to reach switch.  Access panel requires special square drive key to open from within the mechanical room.   Steve brought photos to explain his concerns.  Committee will recommend to Kirk that the area be closed to maintenance until the unsafe conditions are addressed.  Committee will also make the following recommendations:

1) Attach a permanent ladder to wall below access panel


2) Place three way light switch at bottom of ladder with indicator light.  


3) Install work light next to ladder at the panel.


4) Install chain and post in mechanical room that can be put in place once worker has entered.


5) Provide square drive key in mechanical room to access panel.
Steve will visit with Kirk Creech about this.
 
Review Building Inspection Reports

Only lighting and telephones were inspected due to Security department staff shortage.
Old Business

Seven month old safety issue: KEOL has no exit signs and no fire evacuation map.  Service request is pending.  Steve will visit with Kirk about this.
Request for handrail for sidewalk from Inlow to 8th street hill: status is unknown.  Steve will visit with Kirk.
New Business
“Canned Air” hazard alert was brought by Molly Burke.  Frostbite injury is possible if can is upended and liquid contents are sprayed on skin.  Contents of can are liquefied fluorocarbons rather than air.  Concentrated amounts of the contents in an area that is enclosed or poorly ventilated will create a flammable atmosphere.  Committee suggested an infoline message be sent with a link to the alert.  Steve will pursue.
