Minutes from October and November meetings were approved by the committee.
Accident Reports:

No accidents to report.  Irene requested that Jacque share with the committee the following information:  When an employee is traveling on per-diam and is involved in an accident, EOU will cover medical expenses under Workman’s Comp.  If a personal vehicle is involved in an accident, the vehicle damage is covered by the individual’s auto insurance.  Jacque reported that accidents are down for 2009.  Eight non-801s were filed.  Four 801s were filed.
New Safety Grams: 
10/15/09 Lighting between Dorian area and Quinn is lacking due to demolition of Dorian.  Concern was raised about dangers of stepping off curb in the dark, unable to see.  This situation was resolved with the installation of new lighting around the perimeter of the cleared area.

4/16/09 & 9/10/09: Milk crates & pallets blocking lights & stairs.  Steve will visit with Chef Mike and offer that Mike call and request removal of pallets before this becomes an issue.

Old Business

Let There Be Light tour results were discussed.  Steve sent copies to Virginia Key, Camille Consolvo, Student Government and The Women’s Center.  
Discussion points resulting from the survey:
There is discussion about installing two new Sentinel phones, one at previous location of public phones at NW corner of Quinn and one by the dorms.  

A lift will be brought in tomorrow and will be used to replace bulbs in pole lights.

Steve will check to see if a service request has been issued regarding pruning of trees etc. that have grown to the point they obscure lights.

Bill reported that as a result of the tour more lighting is planned for the walk between 12th street & the dorms (walkway is between Facilities compound and the cemetery).  Steve will make a list of those areas identified in the survey as needing more light.  The committee will review and the list before sending it on to Bill.  One place in need of immediate attention is the east stairs of Hoke which are completely dark due to rotting of old lighting system.  Bill will make this a top priority.
AED Training times were discussed.  The committee decided to schedule morning and afternoon sessions.  The first group to be trained will be those with training that has expired.  Bill will ask the cabinet to consider allowing regular, perhaps monthly, training sessions.

New Business
Bob brought up the need for installation of lighting in a welding booth in Loso art department.  Temporary lighting was removed by the electrician two years ago with the understanding that permanent lighting would be installed.  A large class winter term will be utilizing this area heavily.  Steve will work with Bud to expedite this.
The need for new members was discussed.  Steve will contact Angie Abel from Student Health to see if she is still interested.  He will invite Ken Watson who is responsible for safety, fire drills etc. for the library.    Bill informed committee that the working hours of the new custodial supervisor will not allow for his membership on the safety committee.  
Meeting time was discussed.  Molly’s class has been changed.  10am time for safety committee meetings was retained.
