Accident Reports:

Employee sustained cuts that were treated at the emergency room.  No time lost.

Old Business

Let There Be Light: Steve sent a prioritized list of lighting concerns to Bill Benson, acting director of facilities.  No response from Bill at time of meeting.   Committee feels it has completed its responsibilities regarding this matter.
CPR/AED training:   Four participants at the January 22nd session.  Another training session is planned for February 12.  Steve met with Russell and the Red Cross representative regarding establishing regular training on campus.  Russell and John plan to offer training to new participants possibly beginning this summer.  
Molly asked about possibility of moving Ackerman’s AED to a more central location.  Steve will look into this.  She also asked about posting a list of locations of all AEDs on campus; Steve will consider this request.  He will also consider making a list available of individuals trained in their use.
Committee membership – Library: Joy McAndie has agreed to serve on the committee.
Inappropriate computer use in labs: Joy elaborated on concerns that the public is using EOU computers to access inappropriate websites.  Some people are known sex offenders.  Committee again agreed this is an issue for security, though safety is an aspect.  Steve will visit with Karen Clay and Paul Rowan about having password protection and posting signs, possibly “Computers are for EOU student use only”.
New Business
Safety & Security web page: Steve is going to get Contribute training and will begin managing these web pages.
New members: Steve invited Mike Heather from the theater department to be a member of the committee.  Mike cannot meet on Mondays.  Committee discussed this and a new day & time was chosen.
Routine fire drills on campus: Camille went to the cabinet with a proposal to implement routine drills.  The cabinet agreed.  Also discussed was the implementation of clearly marked “Areas of Rescue Assistance” in each building where handicapped individuals could wait for assistance in evacuation of the building.  Steve will email building managers to schedule drills.  The goal is regularly scheduled drills for each building.
