Review Building Inspection Reports

Inspection of all buildings performed included fire extinguisher checks, outside campus lighting, sentinel & elevator phones, and AEDs.  Carpet in library noted as a potential trip hazard in past inspection report due to bunching.  Rug Gripper on back of carpet has solved the problem.

New Safety Grams: 

February 17, 2010: Loso Circle Drive and Badgley west parking lot, one way signs need to be larger, more noticeable.  This was discussed via email by the committee.  Steve will see about having larger arrows painted on entrances and exits and will review signs. 

March 5, 2010: Schwarz Theater set of double doors on west wall of theater that open into the Green room.  Doors have been found open on a few occasions and there is a three foot drop from the Green room into the theater.  Situation discussed by committee.  Suggestions included temporary barriers when doors were propped open for moving of sets, signs, and installing drop door stops so large stage weights (trip hazards) are not necessary
Safety in Motion presented by SAIF Corporation will be a two hour training event.  Safety committee is invited to attend.  Dates are Wednesday May 12 at 7pm and Thursday May 13 at 9am. 
Steve informed committee that he is responsible for developing a Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan.  A steerage committee will be formed and the Safety committee will be involved to some degree.

Mike Heather brought up his concerns about the current Genie Lift being used in the theater department.  It is operable without outriggers which is dangerous.  Lift is very difficult to move.  This will be added as an agenda item for April’s meeting.
