RESULTS OF THE “LET THERE BE LIGHT” TOUR

The cement light fixture on the northwest corner of Hoke, just below the broad steps, is not functioning.  The fixture stands about two feet high or so, is cylindrical in shape and has openings on the sides.  Underneath the top section is a grate that we assume protects a 

light bulb.  There is an electrical outlet on this fixture as well.

The east side of the parking lot behind Hunt Hall leading to the road to 12th street, away from the building, is quite dark.  There are some trees that should be trimmed in the lower boughs to avoid potential hiding spots.

We also toured around the new residence hall but it is premature to report problems since not all the light fixtures are in place.  We talked with a construction person and he mentioned that lighting would be in place sometimes next week.  After that time, it may be a good idea to repeat the tour and assess whether there are any problems. 

The north side of Dorion Hall seemed dark and could benefit from additional lighting.

The north side of Badgley Hall is dark when the interior lights are off. 

A bush on the Northeast corner of Badgley Hall could easily conceal someone when foliage is full.  Additional lighting would probably alleviate the concern.

A couple of additional lights (one on each side) on the 8th Street hill would be beneficial.  Facilities and Planning should be commended for the improvements already made to this major campus entrance for pedestrians.  

The wall surrounding the Inlow Hall generator could easily conceal someone.  A gate could alleviate this concern.

The wall surrounding the dumpster at the northeast corner of Inlow Hall could easily conceal someone.  Since a gate would not be practical, the addition of additional lighting would be beneficial.

The far east lawn of Inlow Hall (close to the satellite dishes) is very dark.
