Badgley Hall: Numerous lights out, including two pillar lights along University Avenue sidewalk and three ‘well’ lights in front of building (illuminate plantings), light number BH12 located at back west door, four lights along north sidewalk (inset in wall), and one in the east parking lot.  Lights are out at west end outside stairs.
Two street lights are out on University Blvd.

Library: Lighting in quad between library and Loso is inadequate along the diagonal sidewalk connecting the two buildings.  Recommend additional lighting in this area. Light at north end of north/south ADA walk is obscured by trees.
Hoke: NE corner bike rack has no light.  Recommend light be installed near rack. .NW staircase bottom right hand light is out.  West sidewalk, one light is out.  Loading ramp light number QP24 is out.   QP22 is out. QP25 is out.  QP27 is out, but lighting is adequate.

Dorian East:  2 flood lights out along “H” Avenue; East & West back flood lights are out.  6th avenue side of Dorian West, west side middle light is out.  6th and “I” parking lot is dark.

Loso Hall: North entrance light (recessed) is out off “I” Ave.  Main entrance, SE light is out.

Stadium:  Back side is dark (south east corner).  

Quinn:  Sidewalks along the back side at G & 7th need crosswalk painted on 7th at G ave..

North Hall: light works intermittently, located between North Hall and Alikut Hall.  South parking area of dormitories is dark.
Hunt Hall:  Dark coming up “I” Avenue behind building.

Facilities:  Dark along the sidewalk behind Facilities (steam tunnel).

Inlow:  Light out between Inlow and 8th street, NW area.  Light out at west side of grand staircase on “L” avenue.
Recommendation:  Conduct safety walk earlier fall term before trees have lost their leaves to ascertain dark areas causes by trees and or shrubs. 
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
