Safety Inspections

The Safety Handbook is being updated.  Review hand out and suggest changes to Rob.  Rob mentioned liability and loss prevention may be separated from safety.

The Safety Committee is in need of more members.  Some suggestions for membership include the following:

Faculty member needed on the committee; contact Dean Levine and ask her to recommend a Faculty member from Loso that would like to serve as a member of the committee.  This member would be crucial to the Safety Committee, since there are a large number of safety concerns within Loso.

Student member is needed to represent the student interests in the area of safety.

Replacement for Stana Landon’s membership on the committee from Quinn.

Need a DDE committee member.

Need partner representatives possibly from ODFW and OHSU.

Other Business/Old Business

OSHA Inspection completed by Jerry Beverage from Bend.  Investigated an accident that a former employee had sustained.  Talked to the physical plant employees who had dealt with the accident.  They visited Quinn and the Physical Plant.  They discussed safety plans and talked about the Safety Committee.  Jerry spoke to Bill Benson about the Safety Committee and thought that this was great.

The safety shower was blocked during the visit.  EOU received a “no fine” citation.  There will be training and a perimeter drawn to delineate the safety shower and to prevent future blockage.  Overall the inspection went really well, there were not any major problems, just some issues that require more training to make people aware from the safety aspect. 
Bill Benson has not found the exact foam yet for the volleyball pit.  Still working on a foam solution.

The Physical Plant started a safety training program.  Each Tuesday the Physical Plant employee’s meet for stretch & flex.  This program helps with agility.  Rob will do a monthly training for the Physical Plant employees on safety topics such as ladder safety and lock out tag out.  Completed Slips, Trips & Falls training last Tuesday; this training was well received.
Bob Gilmore has removed the ladder and palette which were being used by Frisbee Golfers to access the top of Ackerman to retrieve their Frisbees.  Rob looked at this hole on the course and believes that if it was relocated that this would help to minimize the problem of Frisbees on the roof.  Since this was funded by ESE, they will have to be consulted and a service request will have to be completed before any action can be taken.

University Advancement: Rob spoke to their office today & explained the safety of the area.  There are no serious combustible sources. The area contains sprinklers and three smoke detectors; one is located in the ventilation area. Rob will assist with purchasing more fire extinguishers for this office.   This turns into a Budget & Physical Plant issue if they want to add more doors to this work space. 
Complaints have been received in regard to people smoking at the entrance to South Inlow and the Zabel  courtyard.  This discussion was tabled until the next meeting.
