Incorporate emergency plan with disaster plan with three different levels.  The crisis management team will decide if  emergency or disaster.

Annexes:  Smaller plans have been collected from all the operating divisions of the University.

Building floor plan maps and hazard Surveys are located in the last section: Emergency Responses will need to know where the critical areas will be.
*Need to look at the gaps:  Maps need to be updated since the plan was last written.

* The annexed plans require a thorough review to ensure that they consistently follow the main plan?

The question was asked. Should we give the annexed plans back to departments to rewrite?  Or to Representative from each area?
The question was asked. What is the status of all annexes?  Rob Yuodelis has all of them.

Any department that responds to an emergency but does not link into the crisis communication plan will create huge communication and decision making gaps.

Motion was made and recorded to form a sub-committee for the Disaster Operation Plan to look at the fundamental annexation plan inconsistencies.

We need to make sure that departments do not have a plan that is contrary to the emergency and disaster crisis plan.  Make sure that everyone is following the same plan.

I.E…at this point… Activate the Crisis Committee Team

But it was also decided that we will not drastically change the annex plans.  Instead, we are to only look for and change inconsistencies.

As long as each department is aware of the overall plan and how it works with their plan.   Review for major contradictions; ensure as a sub-committee that we review annexes.

We currently have 13 annexes which also include outside agency plans such as CHD plans, and Union County disaster plan.  Union county Management would also like to be a part of the decision making process as much as possible in both emergencies and disasters.
It has been agreed that similar to the Union County plan. EOU will follow a national modal of the Incident command system (ICS).

Kirk Creech:  Hazard Surveys, ensuring that PP can assist when we have problems.  We will need to get expert people involved at looking at this…I.E.… Sprinkler systems; dry or wet systems.

Hazard Surveys:  Divide building by building.  Hand out to everyone to report back on at the next Safety Committee meeting.

Building locations with Knox Box and Fire Department Connect.  Locked box at entrance of buildings with keys, Hazmat, maps for evacuation.  Fire Department has a key.
(* Need in master plans.  Think globally!  It is not adequate for just security to have access also need P.P.
(Buildings with handicap Faculty:  Do all buildings have First Aid Kits & flashlights?  Usually ordered by the building manager.

Standard for first aid kits?  No language on this – most have bought standard kits from Safety Co.  S/Safety Committee look at this?

Other Business:  Volleyball court:  Unresolved

Bill Has contacted several co. and keeps getting sent somewhere else.  The concret barrier cannot be removed because it is an area where run-off occurs. 

Kirk Creech: Loading dock bumper: attach to the wall, this may work to address the problem.  Kirk will get prices.
